Finding us by car: If you park in the University Square 
parking ramp (entrance on Lake Street), access the UW 
elevator at the west side of the ramp (look for the UW crest). 
Note that this is a private ramp, and you will be responsible 
for parking costs. There is also metered public parking in the 
basement of Lot 46 and on-street parking in the area.
